Afternoon: To start at 12:00 noon

NOVICE: Any dancer who has placed 1%, 2", or 3" in that particular dance in Advanced Beginner, but has
not placed 1% in Novice.

PRIZEWINNER: Any dancer who has placed 1% in that particular dance in Novice.
